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USA'’s Lead Content Law for Children Jewelry

The CPSIA (The Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act) require all existing base-
metal children’s jewelry must be meet the lead content standard which is not over 100

parts per million (ppm), or 0.01 percent on August 14, 2011.

The CPSIA, passed in 2008, set federal standards for children’s products containing
lead , including jewelry. On August 14, 2009 , the limit on how much lead can be
contained in children’s jewelry dropped from 600 ppm to 300 ppm, with the final drop to
100 ppm scheduled for 2011.
